La Valle della Scurosa si diparte dal Monte Pennino che & costituito da calcari rupestri di colore bianco del Cretaceo. Il Piano di Montelago & di
tipo calcareo; il fondo del piano e reso impermeabile dalla formazione degli scisti a fucoidi.
